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Research proposals regarding Search TRLN will be received in writing and reviewed by the TRLN Technology Council Steering Committee. 
The proposal will state the purpose and time frame of the research study.  The proposal will detail the access required to the system, the code, the data, and will estimate the amount and level of TRLN staff assistance required.  The proposal will describe the products of the research study and planned distribution.

TRLN may place certain restrictions on the use of the code, the data or the interface.  For instance, Search TRLN contains licensed content that may not be used by any third party.  If the research proposal involves changes to the user interface or functionality then TRLN may request that its identity be masked.  Research projects will comply with appropriate IRB policies and guidelines regarding the ethical treatment of human subjects and provide TRLN with copies of IRB applications and letters of approval.
At the conclusion of the research study, TRLN will receive a copy of the resulting document.  In addition, TRLN will be recognized in subsequent publications or presentations about the research study.
